Dear Parents and Students, 

 

I hope this letter finds everyone well.  We are very excited to be with our 5.0 FAMILY again.  I would like to pass on 

the details of our 15th annual tournament hosted by Jeff Speakman Kenpo 5.0 Pasadena. This year we will be back to 

Pasadena High School’s Boys Gymnasium.  5.0 Grappling will be open to all ages and ranks this year.  We will be 

accepting only the first 250 competitors so we can guarantee an amazing experience for all! The tournament will be a 

great chance for your children/yourself to experience a different environment.  They/you will be able to compete 

against other martial artists to see who has achieved a greater level of perfection. Tournaments were what kept me 

excited during my personal training, and I am sure it will do the same for our students.   

 

The tournament is a fun-filled experience, which works on the confidence level of our students.  It is great to see our 

confident students be able to get in front of a crowd, in a stressful environment, and still be able to perform with 

perfection. Parents, family, and friends are welcomed to come and watch.  The Spectator fee/donation is $5 for adults 

or children of all ages.  Parking will be available in the staff parking lot located northeast of the main gymnasium. 

After 12pm, parking will also be available in the parking lot in front of the gymnasium (after farmers market ends).      

 

We will set up the rings in the gym, which has built-in bleacher seating.  We will have warm food, snacks, and drinks 

for everyone to purchase all day long.  All proceeds from the spectator fees, concessions, & sponsorships will go 

towards our studio’s fundraising efforts which will help students get to the Las Vegas World Martial Arts Event this 

upcoming July 7-10, 2026! Please no outside food/drinks/coolers.  FYI, only water will be allowed inside the gym. 

 

Please download the app and 

login with your credentials.  You will have to scan your Smoothcomp ID QR code to check-in at the event.

Registration will be handled through Smoothcomp, which is our only method of registration for 

this year’s event!   

If you do not have a Smoothcomp account; please visit:

SMOOTHCOMP account (if you don’t already have one), complete your profile (do not fill out 

Belt/Skill Level or affiliation/team), join academy (search for Jeff Speakman’s Kenpo 5.0 (Your Martial 

Arts Studio city name)), then visit https://jskenpo50.smoothcomp.com/en/event/29134 and click 

register.   

 

If you have a Smoothcomp account, visit https://jskenpo50.smoothcomp.com/en/event/29134, 

log-in, and click register. 

 

The exciting part of this software is that participants will be able to log back in after registering, 

with their account credentials, to update information, and purchase t-shirts. (Note, if you try to 

add an event after the initial registration, it will ask you to pay another $120.) Please email us if 

you need to add additional events. 

 

*New App – Download Smoothcomp app on your phone, log in, and you can register on app as 

well.  You will also need the App to check-in when you arrive to the event. We will have 

scanners this year. 

*Spectator tickets will be sold at the door with cash, Venmo, or Zelle payments only. 

*You are welcomed to log back into your SMOOTHCOMP account before the April 1, 2026 

deadline to: Buy additional T-shirts and/or to adjust belt ranking and weight!    

*No refunds will be given after April 1, 2026.  

 

*Any emergency changes after April 1st and all the way up to the day of the event will result in 

a $25 re-bracketing fee for each change.  So please make sure ranks and weight are accurate by 

April 1st.

We will be offering the following events for competition: 

 

Open Forms – You may combine set or forms, modify, or perform an exact Kenpo 5.0 form 

Self-Defense – Performing once, street speed only (no slow motion)  
  *Regarding attackers – please be mindful that adult black belts will be judging (use classmates) 

5.0 Fighting - Make sure you provide accurate weight, or you will be disqualified. Login and 

update often. 

5.0 Grappling - Open for all ages and ranks. 

 

Competitors will compete with their highest ranking between kids/teens/adults in all events.  

Please provide both kids and adult rankings while registering for each competition. 

 

The exact divisions(brackets) and check-in time will be provided as registration comes to an 

end.  We are going to do our best to group the students by rank and age and have them compete 

in all events back-to-back.  

 

All brown & black belts will have the opportunity to compete for Grand 

Championships in Forms & Self-Defense.   

 

We will also have two Over-all Grand Champions, who will earn entry to the Las 

Vegas Event in July! Every event you place in and every Grand Champion title you 

win will give you points towards Over-all Grand Champion. 

Grand Champion – 5 Points 

First Place – 5 Points 

Second Place – 3 Points  

Third Place – 1 Point 

 

Medals will be awarded immediately in each ring.  Photo wall will be available to take 

pictures (have your cameras ready)!
